Promethazine HCI is an H, receptor blocking agent. In addition to its antihistaminic action, it provides
clinically useful sedative and antiemetic effects.

INDICATION§ AND USAGE

CODOPALM® syrup is useful for relieving allergy symptoms, including hives or runny nose. Itis used to
prevent and control nausea and vomiting during and after surgery. it is also used to help produce light
sieep, prevent and treat motion sickness; or treat pain after surgery, in combination with other medicines.
CODOPALM® syrup is a phenothiazine antihistamine. It works by blacking histamine, which decreases
the symptoms of allerﬁies and helps decrease nausea and vomiting.

CONTRAINDICATIONS

CODOPALM® syrup is contraindicated in individuals known to be hypersensitive or to have had an
idiosyncratic reaction to promethazine. It is also contraindicated in patients receiving MAC inhibitors
therapy or with lower respiratory diseases & ing :

WARNINGS

CODOPALM® may cause drowsiness. Patients shouid be cautious when being engaged in activities
requiring mental alertness. Avoid concomitant use of aicohol or other CNS depressants.

Use with caution in patients with narrow-angle glaucoma, prosiatic hyperirophy, stenosing peptic ulcer,
pyloroduodenal obsiruction and bladder-neck obstruction, cardiovascular disease of with mpairment of
liver function. Use with extreme caution in eiderly patienis.

Pediatrics Avoild excessively large doses because the promethazine component could cause
hallucinations, convulsions, and sudden death. Parent should use care in giving the drug to children
older than 2 years.

ADVERSE REACTIONS

Drowsiness, blurred vision, dizziness, nausea, vomiting, dryness of the mouth are most frequently
reported. Other side effects include fatigue, asthma, respiratory depression and apnea, photosensitivity
and extrapyramidal reactions.

CODOPALM syrup is contraindi d for children less than 2 years of age

It is strongly recommended that an accurate measuring device be used.
